Error Correction - When And How To Do It

“To err is human... but to correct is teacherly”. This is the twist that we, as English language teachers, add
to the old saying (Alexander Pope will just have to forgive us for taking artistic licence with his work).

Now we all know that our students make mistakes. No matter how clear we make our explanations,
no matter how many examples we offer, and no matter how much practice we have them do, it still
happens. Errors in the classroom are as natural and as unavoidable as death and taxes. But unlike these
two, hearing mistakes in the classroom may actually be a good sign.

We tend to view mistakes negatively, but these may just be an indicator that learning is taking
place, that our students are trying to make room for a new piece of information in their personal
repository of language. This can sometimes disrupt pre-existing connections and links, meaning it may
take some time until new items are fully integrated in this complex web.
